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Chicken Noodle Soup

INGREDIENTS

8 cups low sodium chicken broth

1 onion, chopped

4 carrots, halved lengthwise (cut crosswise into 1" pieces)
4 parsnips, halved lengthwise (cut crosswise into 1" pieces)
1.5 teaspoons salt

Y4 teaspoon black pepper

1 split chicken breast

1 cup of noodles

Ya cup chopped fresh dill

Y cup chopped fresh parsley

DIRECTIONS

In a large pot, combine the broth, onion, carrots, parsnips, salt
and pepper and bring to a simmer. Add the chicken breasts
to the pot and simmer for about 20 minutes, or until chicken
is cooked through. Remove the chicken and let rest. When
cool enough to handle, remove skin and bones and chop or
shred into bite size pieces. While the chicken is cooling, bring
the soup back to a simmer and stir the noodles into the soup.
Simmer until the vegetables are tender and the noodles are
done, about 5 minutes. Return the chicken pieces to the pot
and then stir in the dill and parsley.
